Project Goal: OhioLINK Research Awards

OhioLINK and its members have various research and data needs that often cannot be accomplished due to a lack of staff or funding. To this end, OhioLINK would like to establish competitive OhioLINK research awards for member library or affiliated staff that will fund research projects of direct interest to OhioLINK and its members. Funded projects should concentrate on questions and data that are relevant to the consortium and lead to a better understanding of OhioLINK issues such as negotiations, user expectations, cooperative efforts in collection development, and shared services. These projects should also help OhioLINK member library staff achieve their personal scholarly goals of publication, presentation, tenure, promotion, career advancement etc. by creating financial support and raise the profile of OhioLINK among its member institutions and member staff in as many professional venues as possible. 

Funding Limitations
Exclusions – these costs are not allowable.

· Equipment.

· Indirect costs

· Facilities and Administration costs 

The funding will be awarded for the project deliverables as defined here:

· A final research report and detailed budget

· The raw data (if any)

· Any presentations (presentation details and material) during the 12 months following the award of the funds. 

The maximum award is $3000. Whether or not to award any or all funds available in any given year is solely at the discretion of OhioLINK and the OhioLINK Awards committee. There is no formal requirement for cost sharing.

How to Apply

Faculty, staff, and students of OhioLINK member institutions are eligible to apply for OhioLINK research awards.  

Complete the application and submit by the deadline of May 5, 2017. 

Criteria

The committee will evaluate applications on the following criteria:

1. The merits of the research project, including the project’s scope and methodology.

2. The return on investment in the project, prioritizing benefits to OhioLINK members.

3. Expertise and previous successful research of the investigators.

4. Distribution of the results of the research, prioritizing open access options. 

5. Previous award recipients may apply for travel funding to present the results of the research in regional or national forums, contingent on acceptance of the presentation.

Selection Process:

Proposals will be evaluated by the OhioLINK Awards Committee by May 31, with a decision and notification by June 15.  All decisions of the committee are final. 

Members of the OhioLINK Awards Committee shall be nominated by the OhioLINK Deans and Directors and approved by the LACCC and the OhioLINK Executive Director. 
Disbursement of the funds:

50% of the funding will be released at the start of the project to the recipient’s OhioLINK member library. 

The remaining 50% of the funding will be released upon the receipt of the project deliverables:

· A final research report and detailed accounting of funds (REQUIRED)

· The raw data, if any 

· Any presentations (presentation details and material) during the 12 months following the award. 

Obligations:

The member library of the award recipient will be the contracting party and is responsible for ensuring that the schedule is met, all deliverables are produced, and keeping detailed accounts of fund disbursement. The sponsoring member library will be required to sign a standard deliverables contract with OhioLINK and register as vendor with OSU purchasing.

All disbursements must be documented, and OhioLINK will only cover actual costs. In the event that the final required deliverables are not produced, the final disbursement of the award will not be released, and the library will be asked to refund the initial 50% of the award. The decision on whether deliverables have been met shall be at the sole discretion of the OhioLINK Executive Director.

Any presentations or publications resulting from the research award must include a statement that the research was partially funding by an award from OhioLINK. 

Any presentations or publications resulting from the research award must be communicated to OhioLINK marketing staff.
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
